Introduction:

Ray opens the meeting by 6:30pm. The following agenda were discussed with questions and answers;

1. Special Thanks

 Thanks to Scotty Montgomery (resident of Amberwood) for donating Chipotle Burritos from the Southpark Meadows location. 
Also thanks to the Amberwood residents for pulling together to help those in the community that is in need.

2. Dirt Bike & Trespassing Issues
Mike Rubsam followed up on the Dirt Bike & Trespassing Issues in the Retention Pond, which was held at a separate meeting consisting of Kay Rush, Duane Ammerman, Richard Vasquez and himself. It was decided that 2 different signs will be made up, both which use the wording “No unauthorized motor vehicles permitted…”. Three of these signs will be placed at the large retention pond, and two will be placed at the smaller area. The final bid to have the signs made came in at $632, will take approximately 10 days for completion and the Safety Committee will oversee the set-up.  

3. Financial Report
Heather Gool reported on the status of the financials, stating that the $230,000 that the HOA has in our account is only federally insured by the FDIC up to $100,000. An executive decision was made to invest the $130,000 into a 4 month, 9 month and 1 year CD; thus earning interest as well.
4. Pool Party
Pool Party Update is scheduled to be held on Saturday, May 3rd. There will be 3 on 3 basketball, face painting, BBQ, cotton candy, snow cones and fun activities for the kids! More info to follow. 
5. Monarch Update
Monarch Update: preliminary hearing is scheduled for April 8, 2008 at 10 a.m. downtown Austin, to discuss the potential 40% rate increase on our water bill.  We need a high number in attendance so please tell your neighbors in Kyle, not just Amberwood, as this affects us all.

7. Speaker for the evening (Kyle Chief of Police Michael Blake)
Guest Speaker- Kyle Police Chief Michael Blake spoke to us tonight for an hour about what we as a community expect from him and from his department. This is his 3rd position as Police Chief in the past 37 years; his most recent appointment was as Chief of Police in Tomball, TX, a suburb of Houston.  Some of the things that the residents said that they expect from the Kyle PD are a professional and friendly relationship, for them to act proactively, with honesty & integrity, the ability for them to deal with gangs, and prompt response time. The Chief did indicate that he plans to assign the same policeman to patrol the same area, including our area.  This will allow the police to grow familiar with their area.  Chief Blake’s parting line was, “I’m from the government and I’m here to help”, which got a laugh from the crowd.
